PCCC hopes to soon bring the concert version of the Broadway-bound new American
musical Shanghai Sonatas (www.ShanghaiSonatas.com) to Pittsburgh, building win-win
partnerships in the performing arts. The semi-staged concert production with a local
orchestra delves into the inspiring stories of 450 Shanghai Jewish refugee musicians
escaping the Nazis in the 1930s, and their impactful connection with the millions of global
classical musicians and learners of Chinese descent today, 80 years later.
